Chair Grossman, Chair Manning and Members of the Joint Legislative Task Force on Department of Transportation Issues: My name is Andy Bowsher, Legislative Liaison at the Ohio Department of Public Safety.  

Limited driving privileges are communicated to the Bureau of Motor Vehicles (BMV) by Ohio courts. The BMV then populates this information into the Law Enforcement Automated Data System (LEADS). This information can then be accessed through the computer terminal in the law enforcement vehicle. Upon submitting this request for information in LEADS, the officer can then view the driver’s status. Even if a suspension is present, an individual may still have court-ordered driving privileges. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]If these privileges have been granted, the driver must have their court-issued papers with them anytime they are operating a vehicle. This information describes the primary purpose of travel as well as the agreed upon times, if applicable. Currently, no such information appears on the physical driver’s license, nor is it embedded in the magnetic strip. The information accessible through the strip is identical to the information presented on the face of the card.
